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M id-Week Refresher
ÒWHAT JESUS SAYS TO SIERRA VISTA COMMUNITY  CHURCHÓ

(1 Corinthians 1:10-17))

Text: ÒLet there be real harmony among 
you so there wonÕt be any splits in the 
church. I plead with you to be of one 
mind, united in thought and purpose.Ó 
(1 Corinthians 1:10) [LB] Ò[NKJV] ÒNow 
I plead with you, brethren, by the name of the 
Lord Jesus Christ, that you all speak the same 
thing, and that there be no divisions among 
you, but that you be perfectly joined together 
in the same mind and in the same judgment.Ó

Background Comments: How many 
of you watched the U.S. men swim team 
win the 4x200m free relay. Do you think 
teamwork had anything to do with it? Do 
you think that unity had anything to do 
with it? Do you think having a common 
goal had anything to do with it? All four 
swimmers in their interview right after 
the relay said that the one goal they had 
in common was to break the world record 
by completing it in under 7 minutes.

The Apostle Paul understood and seemed 
to enjoy Olympic type games. In his 
writings he mentions running the race, 
finishing the race, wrestling against 
principalities, and boxing the air. He 
understood that to be an effective team, 
you had to maintain a sense of harmony, 
be of one mind, thought and purpose.

God birthed a T.E.A.M. to do His work 
here on earth. (Ephesians 3:10) ÒHis 
intent was that now, through the church, 
the manifold wisdom of God should be 
made known to the rulers and authorities 
in the heavenly realms ÉÓ [NLT] ÒGodÕs 
purpose in all this was to use the church 
to display his wisdom in its rich variety to 
all the unseen rulers and authorities in 
the heavenly places.Ó  . . . (Romans 12:4) 
ÒJust as each of us has one body with 
many members, and these members do 
not all have the same function ÉÓ

The Apostle Paul addresses the problem 
of disunity and of double mindedness 
going on in this TEAM. He begins his 
writing to the Corinthian church with a 
loving exhortation to unity. Instead of 
commanding with the authority of an 
apostle, he pleads with the tenderness of 
a fellow brother in Christ. However we 
cannot loose sight that the appeal for 
unity is based on the name of the Lord 

Jesus Christ, and since the name stands 
for the Person, it is based on all that the 
Lord Jesus is and has done. The 
CorinthianÕs were exalting the name of 
the men who led them; that can only lead 
to divisions. Paul, however, exalts the 
name of Jesus, knowing that only in this 
way will unity be produced among the 
people of God. To speak the same thing 
means to be of the same mind and of one 
accord. It means to be united as to loyalty 
and allegiance. This unity is produced 
when Christians have the mind of Christ. 

Open: How is it that we can be true to 
Christ and Scripture but still be accepting 
of others who differ in opinion?

Explore: Why is it that we so easily 
loose focus of our common purpose? 
What are some things that you could do 
to help youself stay on course? Do you 
understand fully what SVCC is about? 
Have you gone through the 101 class?

Get it: Have you, by misusing your 
tongue brought disunity to your family or 
church? Have you gossiped about 
someone lately? What is God asking you 
to do about it?

Apply:  Do you have trouble submitting 
to the authority Þgures God has placed in 
your life? Have you misused your 
authority to promote your own agenda? 
When was the last time you prayed for 
those in authority over you? Are you 
currently in conßict with someone? 
Who? What is God expecting you to do 
about it and with it?
